
Respect the line of vision. 

This allows interpreters to 

prepare for your session. 

Watch your rate of speech. 

Speak at a natural and 

consistent pace.   

Face forward.  

Jokes about how difficult your 

concept will be to interpret are 

not helpful.  

There may be people in the 

audience who read lips.  

Don’t clown around.
